Easter 2021 
 
At the beginning of Lent, we stopped decorating the churches with flowers to remind us that we have entered a 
season of penance and self-denial. As we embarked upon Passiontide, we covered the crucifixes and statues in 
the churches to remind us that darkness of Palm Sunday is approaching. During Holy Week, we celebrated the 

Mass of the Lordôs Supper and commemorate his Passion of Good Friday. After the celebration of the Lordôs 
Passion, we wait. No Masses are celebrated. Holy Saturday is a day of waiting. The Roman Missal explains: 
ñOn Holy Saturday the Church waits at the Lordôs tomb in prayer and fasting, meditating on his Passion and 
Death and on his Descent into Hell, and awaiting his Resurrection.ò Although there are no liturgies on Holy 

Saturday, apart from the custom in some places of blessing food for the Easter meal, it remains a day of great 
theological significance. The silence and the emptiness of the Holy Saturday is a necessary moment in the un-
folding of the paschal mystery. It is the time of abandonment and diminishment that lies between the Cross and 

the Resurrection. In this way, the liturgical celebrations from Holy Thursday to Easter Sunday move through 
darkness to light, and through death to new life. This is why we celebrate the Easter Vigil at sunset with the 
blessing of the paschal fire and the lighting of the paschal candle. As the priest chants, ñThe light of Christò 

and the people respond, ñThanks be to God,ò the church is transformed from darkness into light. This Easter, 
may the darkness of another lockdown not deter us from thanking God for the gift of our salvation in Jesus 
Christ. Last year we werenôt able to gather in our church to celebrate Easter as a parish. Due to the pandemic, 

we have waited two years to celebrate Easter together. I have waited for two years to celebrate with you. This 
year we are able to gather in limited numbers. Nevertheless, may those who are able to attend the Easter Vigil 
and the Easter Sunday Masses represent those parishioners who werenôt able to join us. May we support one 

another as we celebrate Christôs victory over sin and death. As our faith shines with the light of Christ, may 
our gathering in small numbers be a bright light of hope for a world that is suffering in so many ways. May we 
continue to celebrate Godôs merciful love for us with great joy in our church, at our school and in our homes 

throughout the Easter Season. On Divine Mercy Sunday, April 11th, I invite you to join me in-person or via 
live stream to pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet. Christ is Risen! Happy Easter!
